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GENERAL INFORMATION FOR EXHIBITORS

Insurance of Exhibit:

Insurance is the responsibility of the Exhibitor.

Frame Fees:

Frame fees are payable to the Exhibition Organisers

Protective Sleeves:

All pages must be in protective sleeves (regardless of size of page). This is to protect cards, and to contain any that fall off the pages.

Pages:

Exhibits should be mounted on pages with a weight of 120gms or more so that the pages do not bend with weight of the cards. Cards should be mounted securely on the page.

Colour of Pages:

Pages should be white or pastel shades, as darker pages usually detract from the material being shown.

Identification of Pages:
All pages should be numbered on the back in order of layout.

The full name and address of the Exhibitor must be included on the back of each page.

No numbers or addresses should be placed on the front of the pages.

Number of pages per frame:

Frames hold 16 pages in four rows of four, with each page being 290mm high x 240mm wide and this includes protectors.

Because a 290 x 240 page normally holds only 2 to 3 cards, the size of the page can be larger, but should fit into the following dimensions, or the pages will overlap. 

(See diagram)

8 pages @ 290mm high x 480mm wide including protectors 

4 pages @ 290mm high x 960mm wide including protectors 

4 pages @ 580mm high x 480mm wide including protectors 

It must be remembered that you must be able to get your pages to the Exhibition and the larger the size the more awkward this will be.

Permission must be given by the Exhibition organisers to use either of the 4-page formats.

It is unlikely the 4 page formats will be acceptable overseas.

NOTE These drawing are not to scale.
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Note: these large 4 page formats should use light card, as the exhibition frames cannot accommodate very thick card without damaging the mounting strips. Permission must be sought from the exhibition committee before using these formats, and it is unlikely such formats will be accepted outside N Z.

EXHIBITING CLASSES

The classes apply to all Countries

The classes may also cover a wider time period than just those specified.

TOPOGRAPHICAL



Classic Period up to and including 1945






Vintage Period post 1945 up to1980
An exhibit depicting the features and history of a town, city or geographical region.

PHOTOGRAPHER / PUBLISHER
Classic Period up to and including 1945






Vintage Period post 1945 up to1980

Photographer(s), Photographic Partnership(s), or Publisher(s) that produced or published cards. These may be of a particular category such as documentary, social, industrial, pictorial, fantasy or scientific.
THEMATIC

An exhibit illustrating a theme, subject or concept, such as transport, farming, sport or occupations. Cards from any period/country may be used to illustrate the theme.

ARTISTIC / INCLUDING COMIC 
Classic Period up to and including 1945






Vintage Period post 1945 up to1980

An exhibit where the majority of the cards are either drawn or painted images by individual artists or commercial agencies.

SOCIAL

(Maximum of 25% of related peripheral material, as measured by the number of items)

An exhibit mainly about the affairs of people and human resources. It should develop around a theme or statement, such as poverty, politics, or services. Particularly in this class, it may be relevant to mention, and perhaps illustrate, aspects of the message, postal markings, cachets etc which add to the development of the storyline.

Cards from any period/country any be used to illustrate the theme.

MODERN

An exhibit in which all of the cards were published after 1980. Note that this class has a different points structure to all the other classes, with less marks for Condition and Rarity (refer mark sheet) and 10 for Plan, 10 for Appeal and 20 for Treatment (giving a total of 40 for Treatment and Plan, rather than 25)

JUDGING CRITERIA FOR POSTCARD EXHIBITING

TREATMENT AND PLAN

25 marks

Plan

5 marks
All Exhibits must have a plan that explains what the exhibitor is trying to display. This is similar to the content page of a book.

Appeal
5 marks
The plan should attract the attention of the viewer, and encourage them to view the display.

Treatment
15 marks
This consists of the logical flow of the exhibit involving the plan, the title and the exhibitor’s development of the plan within the exhibit. This may be chronologically or by nature of the storyline or any other logical approach.

KNOWLEDGE


30 marks
This is in two parts.

Knowledge of the Subject
15 marks
The exhibitor is expected to show a comprehensive coverage of the chosen subject or theme in the space available. Note that the exhibit should not be ‘over written’ as the objective is to show a picture book rather than a book with pictures.  The Judges will look for evidence that the exhibit covers as many aspects of the topic as possible. Evidence of original research will be well regarded. Judges may not have a detailed knowledge of all themes or subjects, and therefore exhibitors must assist the viewer by providing appropriate background information. 
Knowledge of the Cards
15 marks
The exhibitor is expected to show a technical knowledge of the production of the cards. This may include information about the printer, photographer, time of issue, number in the set, reprints, method of production, plate size, distribution methods, marketing etc. It is recommended that this information be distinguished from the story by use of different font size, colour or style. Note that it is not necessary for this information to be provided for every card or even each page of the exhibit, and it should certainly not dominate the cards or the storyline. The narrative should not overpower the exhibit but enhance it.
RARITY



10 marks

Judges will look for the inclusion of appropriate rare examples within the theme of the Exhibit. They will assess the relative rarity of cards, giving consideration to original supply, popularity, collector demand and anticipated survivorship. It is not expected that all of the cards in any exhibit will be rare. Note that the current market value of a card does not necessarily mean it is rare.

CONDITION



20 marks

Marks will be awarded for the collection of cards on display. Normally cards should be free from stains, creases, trimmings, bent corners, fading or holes.

This especially applies if the cards are modern, which should be pristine in all respects.

Judges will make allowances for physical defects if cards displayed are particularly scarce.

Modern cards should not be downgraded under this heading simply because they are modern cards. Cards should not be penalized if postally used or encroached upon by a written message, unless it seriously detracts from the card itself.

PRESENTATION


15 marks
The display should be designed to encourage the viewer to look at the exhibit, and to enhance the cards displayed. Annotation in the form of descriptive text should be neat and legible (handwritten/typed) and should not visually dominate the page. The cards should tell the story.
