Drafting a Synopsis for your Exhibit
A synopsis provides information for judges about your exhibit which you would not generally include on your title page. For details of what you are likely to include on your title page, see the document elsewhere on this website. What follows is a summary of the main headings that would be appropriate in a synopsis. A synopsis should not be more than 1-2 pages in length. Be aware that not all judges like the idea of a synopsis, and a synopsis page would not be distributed to judges for an exhibition outside NZ and Australia.
